A little more about Fred -

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Indiana State Trappers Association was founded in April 1961.  Well know trapper organizer, Earl Renshaw, 

made several trips to Indiana from his home in Michigan to advise Vic Kadish on how to form the ISTA.  Vic visits 

a lawyer to get official charter paperwork completed.  The ISTA is formed with charter members of: Vic Kadish, 

Paul Rukavina, Wassel Kadish, Melvin Kosekle, Frank Grishka, and John Jakich.   

 

The first Convention of the ISTA was held on April 23, 1961 at Union Mills. 

 

In 1964 the ISTA hosts its first NTA Convention at Lydick.  Richard Vankoskey is president.  Demos include John-

ny Thorpe (wolf and bobcat), Earl Renshaw (beaver) and also David Reed and Art Scott. 

 

In 1965 the Spring Convention was held at Jaspur Pulaski and later on in the year the ISTA hosted its second NTA 

Convention once again at Lydick.   

 

The 1966 Spring Convention is held at Jaspur Pulaski and baked coon is part of the menu.  The ISTA boost gets 

damaged by an escaped elephant from the count fair.  In the fall the Convention was held at Union Mills where 

bear steaks were served.  Amos Malstaff is president and demos at the convention included Vic Kadish (mink) 

and Richard Vankoskey (fox).  164 members this year. 

 

The 1967 Spring Convention was held at Lafayette and the Fall Convention at Union Mills with Woody Kietzman 

as president.  

 

1975 - "The Trapper" magazine is printed for the first time. 

 

1980 - fur prices hit their all time highs. 

 

1986 saw Kenny Brosman as president and the ISTA successfully defeats an anti trapping bill with the help of 

the NTA, FTA and WLFA.  The first of five joint ISTA/FTA conventions is held at Jay County Fairgrounds at Portland. 

 

1990 saw the last of five joint conventions and a fur all time low (muskrats .50, coon 1-2 $, blanket beaver car-

cass $3) at Argos. 

 

1991 was nearly the last for ISTA.  The NTA Midwest Conference is held in Michigan without ISTA presence there 

and later at the NTA Convention.  No ISTA Convention is held.  Director Richard McIlvanie sends out a letter an-

nouncing an emergency meeting in Bedford during the fur season.  A few members show up including Dave 

Sollman who takes the vacant vice president position and then acts as president. 

 

The 1992 NTA Midwest Conference is held in Michigan and Dave Sollman and Richard McIlvanie attend for 

ISTA.  Dave Attends the NTA convention for IN.  A one day Convention is held at Shelbyville and Dave is elected 

president.  About 60 members on the roster at this time and Tom Morelock is elected as Director.   

 

1993 has the ISTA hosting the NTA Midwest Conference at Pierceton.  Dave Sollman is elected to NTA Executive 

Counciland is awarded the NTA Director of the Year.  Fall Convention is at Elwood and includes demos by Mike 

Marchewka (coon & canine), Tom Morelock (beaver), Rodney Beauchamp (trap modification), Tim Behle (snares), 

Dan Dezarn (snares), John Allen Jr. (skinning), and Robert Wilson (mink).   A fur sale is held in December with one 

buyer present and about twelve sellers.

Muskrat Chili  

3 muskrats ground or cut into chunks, 3 large onions grated, 

3 garlic cloves grated, 1 quart whole tomatoes with liquid,2-3 

cans kidney beans with liquid, chili powder to taste 

Skin muskrats and remove all glands and fat.

Then adding remaining ingredients 

and simmer at medium heat for 1 hour Muskrat Chili 3 musk-

rats ground or cut into chunks, 3 large onions grated, 3 garlic 

cloves grated, 1 quart whole tomatoes with liquid,2-3 cans 

kidney beans with liquid, chili powder to taste 

 

Country Style Beaver  

2-3 lbs. beaver steaks 1/2 inch thick, grease,2 cups flour. 1 

teas salt. 1 teas pepper, 2 med onions, 1 can cream mush-

room soup,1can or 1/2lb mushrooms. Combine flour ,salt, 

pepper in a closeable bag and shake to mix. Add beaver and 

shake until well coated. Save remaining flour. Dice onions. 

melt enough grease in bottom of frying pan to sauté onions 

and beaver. Sauté onions and floured beaver in grease add-

ing more grease as needed. Place beaver aside. Combine 

soup and mushrooms in frying pan. Dissolve 2-3 heaping Tbs 

of seasoned flour in 2 cups cold water Add to soup mixture 

and simmer 5 minutes. Add beaver and onions to mix and 

simmer covered for 30 minutes.

A fur harvester can realize a greater profit from their beaver 

harvest by properly removing the castoreum or scent 

gland. While most fur harvesters know how to remove 

the castors, we tend to over dry them and this results in less 

value. 

 

REMOVING THE CASTORS 

Remove the castors right after skinning the beaver. The castors are located right above 

the vent hole and can easily be removed with the help of a knife and your fingers. 

Make a cut about 2 inches above the vent hole; you will see the castor glands, one on 

each side. Be careful not to cut or tear the castors. Try to remove the glands clean of 

any extra membranes or fat. Do not ship oil glands as there is no market for them. 

Once you have removed the castors hang to dry in about 60oF or 15oC for about 4 

days or until the castor is dry to the touch. After about two days of drying take the cas-

tors and open them up to allow the center to dry between the 2 castors. 

 

THIS IS IMPORTANT: 

Take the castors after 4 days of drying and place in the freezer until ready to ship. Most 

fur harvesters leave them out and this is where you would lose value by letting the castors 

dry out. Most castors start out as #1 grade and end up of little value because they dry out. 

Just before shipping remove from freezer and allow them to dry for three days by placing on 

a piece of cardboard. If you follow these steps, you will receive more money for your 

castoreum. 

 

SHIPPING CASTORS 

Shipping castors is easy. Just place in an onion bag or paper bag and include it with your 

fur shipment. Place in the bottom of your fur bag. It is a good idea to use a paper bag 

even if you have them in an onion bag. You can also place them in a cardboard box. 

Never ship castors in plastic, as this will cause them to rot. 

 

CASTOREUM IS SOLD BY THE OUNCE BASED ON A PRICE PER POUND 

GRADES 

No. 1 Castoreum is big and full, generally brownish in color. 

No. 2 Castoreum is darker in color and not as full. 

No. 3 Castoreum is generally black in color and feels empty 

or are just empty shells. 

The greatest value for castors is realized when they are handled properly. Remember: do 

not over dry them. Keep them away from extreme heat. It is important to ship them in an 

onion bag or paper bag. Do not ship in plastic. You can safely store dried castors in the 

freezer to keep them fresh until shipping. Allow three days after removing from freezer to 

ensure the castors are dry before shipping.                      Fur Harvester Auctions & NAFA both have markets for castor

Jan. 11, 1939 - Oct. 23, 2010 

   Very few people in the trapping fraternity knew Docõs given first name. He died at his residence surrounded by 

his family after a battle with cancer.  It is very hard to pen these words about a good friend, family man, and 

most of all a teacher and mentor. 

   As I am putting some of these thoughts down, Iõm also putting together a large kettle of beaver vegetable soup 

that will be served at our ISTA Raccoon Lake Trapper Education weekend course. Doing something meaningful is 

always a positive distraction from the task at hand. 

   When Doc learned I was interested in trapping, he did not offer to take me along with him. What he did do was 

to ask me what I wanted to trap and why. He sold me some good used traps at a fair price. He also sold me 

some coyote and fox urine to use at the sets I was going to make. My wife will never forget Doc showing up to 

deliver the half gallon jugs. That redneck country guy handing pee bottles over the backyard fence left a lasting 

impression. Later she wished she had asked, òHow did you get them to put it in the bottles?ó  Iõm sure he would 

have had an òadequateó answer.  

   Here is some history on Doc that his loving wife Brenda has provided for me, much of which I did not know: 

Born in Danville, Illinois, he was the son of the late Kenneth and Helen Green. He graduated from Perrysville 

High School (IN) where he participated in football, basketball and track. 

   He was a former Marine Corp Reservist. He married Jolee Soyack, with whom he had seven children, and they 

later divorced. 

   After graduating from Indiana State University he taught math, was a member of the Indiana State Teachers 

Association, and coached basketball at Lyons, IN; Veedersburg IN; and Waynetown, IN. 

   He then graduated from Palmer College of Chiropractic where he was on the Deanõs List and served as Treas-

urer all three years. He was a chiropractor in West Point Indiana for forty-one years.  

   On July 3, 1997 he married Brenda Harrington Treese, and she survives. 

   He was an outdoorsman, varmint hunter, waterfowler, trap shooter, fisherman, snowmobiler, trapper, Lifetime 

member of Fur Takers of America and the National Rifle Association. He was also a member of the Varmint Hunt-

ers Association, Masonic Lodge #129, Indiana Chiropractic Association, American Chiropractic Association, Up-

per Cervical Society, West Point Lionõs Club, and a former member of ABATE. 

   Why me to write this?  How did I get involved with all of you folks in trapping? One day a Trapper and Predator 

Caller magazine showed up in my mailbox. I did not order it. Guess who paid for my subscription anonymously?  I 

have been a member ever since. 

   After a few years of trapping quite a few coyotes, coon, possum, skunks and beaver, Doc and I were talking 

about how I had been snaring beaver. He politely asked me (in a round about way) to show him how to set bea-

ver snares. What a privilege for me! And I did show him, and we caught some big ones on the drainage that he 

had permission to trap.   

   Doc lived just about one mile upstream from me on the Wabash River here in north central western Indiana. 

He and I have small farms and for the past twenty years or so both he and I would trap both our farms. It would 

depend somewhat on which grandkids that wanted to go along.  And they learned how great our land is. 

 

   Many of us remember the rather wild times we had at conventions, local meets, and parties down on the river 

bank. This fellow trapper was a true Mountain Man who celebrated life in the outdoors as it unfolded at the time.  

   The Harley will no longer rumble down my driveway and flow around the barn circle drive. As his brother, Pastor 

Ken Green said, his church was not in a building, but out with Mother Nature. He was loved by many and will be 

missed by all who were touched by him. 
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  TRAPPERS Journal  

I got my traps all adjusted and waxed early in the fall, and all trapping stuff was ready to roll. I have been 

trying to get the fur shed back into fur shed mode. Over the summer, it turns into a workshop, a storage 

building, a meeting place and it always seems to take forever to get it ready for fur season.  

There was sure a good harvest of hickory nuts this year, despite the driest fall I ever remember. We put 

them in cookies and  bread, and have made several hickory nut pies. That sure is some good eat-

ing.  Just use a recipe for pecan pie, but substitute hickory nuts. You will wonder how you got along with-

out it.  

  I didn't get much root digging in this fall, as the ginseng and goldenseal was all already dead by Sept. 

1.  I did buy some seng seed and try to plant a little here and there in spots where there isn't any growing 

wild. Maybe there will be some left for my kids and grandkids after I am gone.  

 I got in some squirrel and dove hunting, which doubles as trapline scouting and puts some good meat in 

the freezer. The early bow season is another good time to be in the woods. Seeing Summer turn to Fall, 

and Fall into Winter is always a blessing.  

 The opening of coyote season found the ground baked as hard as cement, but after waiting and thinking 

about it for a week or two, I decided to put out a short line.  The harvest was completed early this year, 

which makes it better for canine trapping. I trapped coyotes till I was sick of seeing them, which didn't 

take real long.  

 The terrible drought was still with us in mid November. The first week of season the creeks and ponds 

were a foot or two low, and many were nearly dry. It was still good coon trapping, but muskrats were hard 

to come by. Then of course, we got 4 plus inches of rain which filled everything back up. Some of my 

traps were now under 3 feet of water, but I was able to retrieve all of them. After a week or two of deer 

hunting and coon trapping, winter set in with a vengeance.  Several good snows, and  many 0 degree 

mornings made me switch gears. These conditions fit right in for under ice mink and muskrat trapping, 

which went well, but I did get tired of breaking ice after a while.  

 I did a little more canine trapping and snaring in January, and added a few more coyotes and a couple 

really nice reds.  

 Now its time to try to clean the fur shed back up, and wait on Spring which is just around the corner.

Fight the Antis with Knowledge 

 

In North America, about 95% of the people eat and 

wear products from animals. Worldwide, we use ani-

mals in many ways: for food, clothing, companion-

ship, medical and scientific research, entertainment 

and transport. Animal welfare is a top priority for 

the people working in the fur industry because 

when animals provide us with a wide range of prod-

ucts and services, we have a responsibility to en-

sure the highest standards of care and prevent un-

necessary suffering.  

 

The fur trade accounts for about one-quarter of one 

percent of the animals we use for food, clothing and 

other purposes each year. About twice as many un-

wanted pets are put down in humane shelters, ten 

times more animals are killed on North American 

highways. 

 

Real fur is an organic material. « Faux fur » (fake fur) 

and most synthetics are made from petrochemicals. 

Like other plastics, these materials do not break 

down easily and will remain in landfills for centu-

ries.  The òdressingóprocess (tanning) helps to pre-

serve the pelts for some time, but after many years 

of use they will eventually dry out and begin to dete-

riorate (i.e., biodegrade), returning to nature. Old fur 

apparel can even be composted for your garden!
